Some insects are useful and others are harmful. The useful insects are bees, grasshoppers and white ants. Some harmful insects are houseflies, tsetse flies and mosquitoes. Mosquitoes spread malaria and tsetse flies spread sleeping sickness to people. Houseflies spread diarrhea, dysentery, cholera and trachoma.
